Department is responsible for providing treatment.



This campaign has grown into a nationwide movement
reaching 1 1 crore people, including 3.5 crore youth and
2.3 crore women. It is expanding its scope through
targeted efforts in border areas, spiritual organizations,
and educational institutions.
